Grademaker Guidelines

Advanced Placement European History

Grademakers are identification words critical to each chapter and of study in the A.P. class.  As chapters are

introduced you will be provided with word lists that coincide with what we are studying.  To assist you in 

completing the words you will be allowed to choose study groups (no more than 4 to a group) to complete the words.  All words will be due on the day of the Unit Exam.  The following guidelines must be used when the

assignment is turned in. 

The objective is to create a “web” of material that not only covers factual information but should include links to other “stuff”.  When you are reviewing for Quizzes and Tests the front of the grademaker should act as a springboard for a myriad of thoughts!

All Grademakers must be turned in on 4X6 index cards that are lined on one side only.  The blank side will have the word, phrase, or date written on it in the middle of the card.  Additionally, you will indicate in the

upper right hand corner of the blank side the corresponding number of each Grademaker.  For example, Chapter 1, Grademaker 1 will be notated 1.1, etc.  The lined side will have the pertinent information written on it with the word phrase or date written in the upper left corner.

Each chapter of Grademakers must have a card with your name, date, and class period printed on it as the first

card.  Do not turn in Grademakers in index card boxes.  Rubber band the cards together. 

It is not necessary to use complete sentences when completing Grade Makers.  Please use the following guidelines: 

Person, Significant years, significant contribution(s). 

 e.g. Robespierre 

- 1720s - 1790s

- Lawyer.  Sans culottes.  Worked with Danton
- a leader of early French Revolution.  Fanatic.  Reign of Terror
- came to real power during reign of terror.  If you don't support the revolution you are opposed to it.
-  Executed 1000s of 3rd estate.  Purification of the ideals.  Did not support end of Church (divisive!)
- executed by his own group

Event Year, place (if applicable), significance. 

e.g. Battle of Waterloo
- Grand Alliance (monarchies of Europe) fights Napoleon. 
- Wellington defeats Napoleon 1815
- After Napoleon’s defeat Europe in turmoil. War and French Revolution scared monarchs.

  Wanted return to stability.  Solved by Congress of Vienna.  Conservative backlash
Miscellaneous:  Writings, Art, and Music.  Summary, date; other pertinent information, 

significance. 

e.g. Common Sense 

- January 1776 

- Thomas Paine; author and patriot. 

- Writes a pamphlet questioning the right and "common sense" of a small island (England) to govern a large country.  Appeals to the mass of people. 

- "The cause of America is in a great measure the cause of all mankind."  (Common Sense, 1776) 

IV. Options: Sometimes students choose not to complete grademakers. Reasons vary. Sometimes they just don’t want to. Other times, they just don’t see the point. Feedback from graduates consistently says that they do help, both in AP and beyond. Still, if you don’t want to do them, you can get credit. 
You have three options for grademakers for each unit:

Option 1: Do the grademakers!
Option 2: Take a vocab quiz on the terms. For every term you get correct, you get a point. Students must
do the quizzes in my classroom during tutor time, my planning (4thor 7th) or after school.

Students must also do the quizzes on a school Chrome book. They mus be completed in a single sitting
Option 3: Do the grademakers and do the vocab quiz. With this option, every correct answer on the vocab quiz will be ½ point extra credit. You can also use your grademakers on the quiz.
