In groups you are to compile a newspaper set during the industrial revolution in Britain.

The cover page is provided and has an index of the stories that need to be covered by the various reporters in your group.

Each story should be a fictional account but use historically accurate information.  For example if the story on industrial accidents is about a train crash it should be about steam engines, and what might have happened in the 17th and/or 18th centuries, not about a subway crash.  Be sure to keep the stories within the relevant time period.

Information can be from any reliable source, but should not have really happened.
You may use pictures and /or drawings in your paper. 

All articles should be typed and formatted in columns.  Keep it looking as much like a newspaper as possible.  Fill the paper.  If you need more than 4 pages continue stories on other pages
